Back in the early 1950’s the 
U.S. Government was offering a $10,000.00 
reward to anyone who could fi ll a dump 
truck full of uranium.  Many miners came 
to the area and were successful in fi nding 
small amounts of surface uranium, but as a 
geologist Charlie Steen knew there was more 
than just what was on the surface.  After a few 

years, and many false 
hopes, with his family 
nearly destitute, his 
hard work and suffering 
finally paid off.  On 
July 3rd, 1952 Charlie 
found the vein in the 
earth that set the world 
on fire.  The uranium 
in Charlie’s fi rst mine, 
which he aptly named 
“Mi Vida” (meaning my 
life), was worth over $60 

million dollars!   Moab was changed from a 
small agricultural town to a major mining 
mecca overnight, and Charlie Steen was 
the king.  He built his mansion on top of a 
cliff and the party was started.  The world 
came to see who Charlie was and praise 
him for helping his country.  The restaurant 
houses a museum of historic pictures on the 
life of Charlie and the prosperity of Moab 
throughout the Uranium days.  Come up and 
enjoy a little walk through the past while you 
dine like a guest of Charlie’s.
